Center at Rowe Sanctuary and then spend
their morning sessions exploring nature at
different sites along the Platte River.
   Afternoon sessions are held back at the
center.  Sessions consist of 3 or 4 rotations;
several of these include guest presenters who
are experts in various disciplines, e.g. birds,
fish, amphibians, bugs, plants, water, art, liv-
ing history, storytelling, etc.
   On Wednesday evenings, campers present
a program for their families.  After the
program, campers have night sessions and
“camp in” at the center.
